Pattern of Test: lIT-JEE

IIT-JEE 2011 - The Test Series comprises of 14 objective tests.

IIT-JEE 2012 - In the first year, 9 tests will shall be conducted and 14 tests shall
be conducted in the second year. The schedule of second year shall be provided
later. (refer topicwise schedule of tests).

Each online/offline test shall be conducted on IIT-JEE pattern and will contain two
papers, Paper-I with 84 questions and Paper-Il with 57 questions :

Paper | : The question paper consists of 3 parts (Chemistry, Mathematics,
and Physics). Each part consists of four Sections. It contains 84 questions;

28 questions in each subject on lIT-JEE pattern (Paper-1) as given below:

Section-1: Single Correct Choice Type:
1. Question No. (110 8) 8 questions: carries (3, —1) marks each.
2. Multiple choice questions with 1 option correct

Section-II: Multiple Correct Choice Type:

2. This section contains 10 questions. The answer to each question is a
single digitinteger ranging from 0 to 9 without being given any option.

Test will be of 3 hrs duration, 1 hr. Chemistry, 1 hr. Mathematics & 1 hr. Physics.
The maximum marks are 252 and there will be negative marking also.

Paper Il :The question paper consists of 3 parts (Chemistry, Mathematics,
and Physics). Each part consists of four Sections. It contains 57

questions; 19 questions in each subject on IIT-JEE pattern (Paper-2) as
given below:

Section-1: Single Correct Choice Type:
1. Question No. (110 6) 6 questions: carries (5, —2) marks each.
2. Multiple choice questions with 1 option correct

Section-II: Integer Type:

Test will be of 3 hrs duration, 1 hr. Chemistry, 1 hr. Mathematics & 1 hr. Physics.
The maximum marks are 237 and there will be negative marking also.

Pattern of Test: AIEEE

AIEEE 2011 - The Test Series comprises of 14 objective tests.
AIEEE 2012 - In the first year, 9 tests will shall be conducted and 14 tests shall be
conducted in the second year. The schedule of second year shall be provided

later. (refer topicwise schedule of tests).

Pattern of Tests: Each test will be of 3 hrs. duration as per AIEEE pattern. The
test paper will contain 90 objective questions with equal weightage to Physics,
Chemistry and Maths i.e., 30 questions in each subject. The maximum marks
will be 432 and there will be 1/4"negative marking also.

The question paper consists of 3 parts (Part-A: Physics, Part-B: Chemistry,
Part-C: Mathematics).
